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The 2008/08 program year had excellent results by providing 1,446 hours of continuing education credits through a well-organized and diverse education plan that provided various topics related to our professionals, also provided $282 plus food, books and toys to community service projects, awarding three $800 educational scholarships and recruiting 28 new members.

Community Service
The Chapter provided for a full year of Community Service projects.  The first event the Chapter held was food drive in October for the Moreno Valley Community Assistance Program.
