The chapter provided 1,573 hours of continuing education (36 hours per member). Two full day seminars were offered. The first seminar was held in October on Auditing for Fraud and a February seminar covered Grant Cost Principles. Both seminars featured Sefton Boyars as the presenter. The chapter also offered a total of five audio conferences during the year.  Three members of the Chapter attended the Professional Development Conference in Nashville, Tennessee.  Beginning membership for this program year was 147 and ending membership was 205.

Community service flourished this year with a total of 5 community service events including a food-drive, toy-drive, and a blanket and used clothing drive.  Raul Fierros, Community Service Chairperson, spent three days in New Orleans helping the victims of Hurricane Katrina rebuild their homes with Habitat for Humanity.
